s1. Notwithstanding, anything contained in any other
law for the time being in force, the sentence passed by
any court under this Law shall not affect any action
taken by the Director-General under section 16 of this

Law.

52. Any foreign fishing vessel while traversing in the

exclusive economic zone or in the waters not permitted

in the licence shall, unless its fishing implements are
stored in the prescribed manner, be deemed to be engaged

in fishing.
53. The burden of proof that one is innocent is on the

person who is tried under section 31I.

54. For the loss suffered arising out of the fishery
under this Law, the Department may su¢ anyone by

way of a suit.
55. No suit, prosecution, or other proceeding shall lie
against any public servant for anything which is done
in good faith in pursuance of this Law.
56. For implementing the provisions of this law, the
Ministry :—

(@) shall, with the approval of the Government,

issue necessary procedures;

(b) may issue necessary orders and directives.
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57. Act Granting the Right to Exploit Deep-Sea
Fishing Areas of the Union of Myanmar, 1954 is hereby
repealed.
